6- Ambassador Reda’s Meetings to Promote the Egyptian Economy:

Throughout December 2015, Ambassador Reda conducted several meetings with top executives of U.S. companies, such
as General Electric, Coca-Cola, Cargile, and Blumberg Grain, to promote the Egyptian economy. He also met with the
leaders of the U.S. Chamber of Commerce and the U.S-Egypt Business Council. These meetings paralleled efforts of the
Egyptian Government to attract foreign direct investment and to overcome any obstacles to American investment in Egypt.

In addition, Ambassador Reda met with several officials from the U.S. Administration, International Monetary Fund, and
World Bank Group, including Mr. Stanley Fischer, Vice Chair of the U.S. Federal Reserve, Vice President of the World
Bank for the MENA region, and the CEO of the U.S. Private Investment Corporation.
